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Greetings from the Mayor

March 2006 is election time in the City of Wilton Manors, and the positions of
Mayor and two Commissioners are on the ballot. Although that is a very important
issue, there is something of another serious matter for all eligible voters to consider
— the future structure of City Hall/Public Safety Building located at 524 NE 21* Court,
Wilton Manors. On the March 14, 2006 ballot you, the voters, will have an opportunity
to consider a bond issue that will make possible the building of a new City Hall/Public
Safety Building.

The current building was put up in 1957 and has been used for a variety of
purposes over the years, including a fire station, but now it is in such disrepair due to
age, hurricane damage (Wilma removed the roof off the City Commission Chambers,
employee kitchen/lounge, bathrooms and lobby of the Chambers as well as the
east offices formerly used by the Wilton Manors Main Street), and mold and mildew
intrusion.

If that wasn’t enough, the existing building, not having been originally built to be
a City Hall/Public Safety Building, is not serviceable for the current working conditions
for the city employees - it is appalling! There is not enough work space for essential
city employees at this undersized building; in fact, many feel it is a “sick” building with
complaints of respiratory irritations from staff and visitors on a daily basis; there is a
problem with rodents; and the air throughout the building is repulsive. | encourage
you to call City Hall to schedule a mini-tour of the building to see what the deplorable
situation is for yourself.
