Gerard Andrews of Wilton Manors Main Street has created a petition to address
traffic calming and safety issues on Wilton Drive. We are asking each business
owner to print this petition and collect signatures to send to FDOT.

The wording on the petition is as follows: “We the undersigned do hereby peti-
tion the Florida Department of transportation's District IV Secretary, Mr. James
Wolf, to approve travel lane reductions, speed limit reduction, and the addition
of crosswalks and other measures to reduce speed on Wilton Drive in the city of
Wilton Manors, Florida.”

On behalf of the Commission and City staff of Wilton Manors, I wish to thank the
members of WMBA and Kiwanis Club for its invitation to present the 2007 State
of the City on May 9th at the Wilton Manors Kiwanis Club.  The event was very
instructive and well attended.  City Staff did an outstanding job of providing you
with the most up to date information on the many services offered to the public,
the status of ongoing projects and redevelopment project taking place within the
Island City.

And speaking of projects: things are changing on the Drive again! You may have
noticed that Gables Residential has started clearing the property located at Wilton
Drive and NE 21st Court for the Wilton Park development project.  Gables Resi-
dential acquired the project from urban pioneers New Urban Communities and
brings a great reputation for quality construction to our City.

The parking lot at the Richardson Historical Park and Preservation is slated to
open in June to provide additional public parking on Wilton Drive. If you get the
chance to stop by the park, you will observe the 70 ft. boat dock, representing a
signature feature for all boaters on the South Fork; the new park restroom facili-
ties are also more than 50% completed, and there is significant work being done
on the overall nature preserve and landscape improvements. There is still a lot of
work to be done before the park and buildings will be open to the public, but it is
still a very exciting project and one we can all be proud of and enjoy for genera-
tions into the future.

School will be out in a few weeks which means our children will be outside playing
so please keep a watchful eye open as you travel the streets of our City…they are
a precious resource and our future, so safety is an investment for all of us.
