There are plenty of 
changes coming with the 
stimulus plan.  President 
Obama signed into law a 
wide-ranging new eco-
nomic-stimulus plan that 
includes nearly $300 Bil-
lion in tax 

breaks. 
 
For example, the plan contains a new 
tax credit for most workers.  It in-
cludes an enhanced child tax credit 
and a first-time homebuyer credit, as 
well as a new break for many car buy-
ers. 
 
Among the major provisions is a 

“Making Work Pay” credit, allowing the 
deduction of sales tax paid on a new 
car, and a “patch” to the Alternative 
Minimum Tax. 
 
Let’s hope that the Perfect Stormy 
Weather that helped to create this re-
cession has passed and we can start 
the clean up process.  Economists ex-
pect the impact of these tax changes 
and the rest of the Stimulus Plan to 
take effect later in the second half of 
this year before it will start to restore 
order and consumer confidence.
